The cypress is an evergreen, coniferous tree, reaching a
height of 30 meters and a width of 4, with narrow
cylindrical crown and green foliage.

There are 2 varieties: the high branch tree, known as
male cypress and the horizontal branch tree, known as
female cypress.

Leaves: flaky, aromatic, with triangular-shaped scales 2-6
mm.

Fruit: woody and spherical.

Habitat: in warm, temperate regions of the northern
hemisphere, even in dry and infertile soils, in sunny
places.
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
