The vine is a climbing shrub with many varieties grown in
moderate climate regions on earth.

The tree has multiple branches and several arms and
shoots, which in time become woody and are called rods.
Each stem has leaf blades, which ascends and
inflorescences grow into grapes.

Fruit: grape, up to 3 cm, green, red or purple. Harvest,
June - September. Used for making cakes, raisins, wine,
other alcoholic beverages and alcohol.

Leaves: large, palmate, 5-20 cm long and broad, are used
also in cooking.
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
